Carparking for Cathedral Services  
 
If you are attending any of the services or events at St 
Mary’s Cathedral, please park at the Dataran Merdeka 
Underground Carpark across the road. 
 
The Cathedral Carpark is reserved for women travelling 
alone who may feel unsafe parking in the Dataran 
Merdeka Underground Carpark, people with young 
children who would find it hard to cross the road with 
them, and those who are elderly, or suffering from illness 
or disability who would then find it hard to walk from the 
carpark across the road.

If you miss a booking but you fall into any of the 
categories mentioned above and need to park in the 
Cathedral, you may request for a temporary paper form 
from the guard to allow you to park just for that day. 
If you are parking in the Cathedral, please drive slowly and 
carefully for the sake of the safety of the many 
pedestrians in the Cathedral compound.
